DROP-OFF RECYCLING SITES

     Highlands County currently
has three drop-off recycling
centers. Each site accepts plastic
bottles, jugs, and jars, steel and
aluminum cans, clean flattened
cardboard, newspaper, junk mail,
office paper (not shredded) and
other non-coated paper. A
separate bin is available for
glass. Lithium-ion batteries are
also accepted.
     Attendants at each site are
able to answer your questions,
help you deposit the items that
can be recycled, and make sure
the items are deposited in the
appropriate recycling containers
to avoid contamination.
     Plastic bags are not an
accepted recyclable item and
are not allowed inside the bins.
They can be used to bring
recycling items to the sites, and
then be reused or thrown away
in the trash afterward.
